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Establishing Proof of AmeriCorps Member Eligibility

The Corporation for National and Community Service (CNCS) and federal law establish eligibility requirements for individuals that desire to participate in the AmeriCorps national service program.  Participation is limited to the following categories of individuals: 

(1) A U.S. citizen
(2) U.S. National 

(3) A lawful permanent resident alien (LPRA)

A U.S. National is an individual who owes his/her sole allegiance to the United States, including all U.S. citizens, and including some individuals who are not U.S. citizens. For tax purposes the term "U.S. national" refers to individuals who were born in American Samoa or the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands.

Sites must verify that there members fall into one of the three above categories. Sites do not need to forward copies of the documentation to CLEARCorps/USA. They need to provide CLEARCorps/USA with documentation that they have established eligibility through one of the following documents. This form is designed to provide CLEARCorps/USA and Corporation for National and Community Service documentation that their corpsmembers are eligible to serve.
